HOME – SCHOOL AGREEMENT

For education to be successful it must be based on a good partnership between students, parents or carers, and the school.  All partners must recognise their responsibilities and seek to carry them out to the best of their abilities.

The responsibilities of students

I will


come to school every day and on time;


bring all the equipment I need every day;


wear the school uniform and be tidy in appearance;


work hard in my lessons and do my homework on time;


be polite, co-operative, helpful and respectful towards all others in the school;


follow instructions promptly;


follow the school rules and look after my books, equipment and school premises.

The responsibilities of parents and guardians

I/We will


send my/our child to school punctually, refreshed, alert, correctly dressed and with all necessary equipment;


support my/our child in homework and other opportunities for learning;


support the authority of the school in its expectations of hard work, good behaviour, respect for others and care of school equipment and premises;


respond quickly to enquiries about my/our child’s education and welfare and make every effort to attend meetings and report evenings affecting my/our child’s progress;


make the school aware of any concerns or problems that might affect my/our child’s work or behaviour.

The responsibilities of the school

The school will


aim for the highest standards of work and behaviour through good teaching and pastoral care;


report regularly on your child’s progress and keep you informed of any concerns;


respond quickly to all enquiries about your child’s education and welfare;


provide information and offer opportunities for you to know more about and be involved in the daily life of the school.

Teachers will


set, mark and monitor work and homework;


take account of the individual circumstances of your child, consult colleagues for advice and seek specialist support where necessary;


be firm but fair in their dealings with students.
